VOTE IN MANITOBA. 
. Winnipeg, April 4. —It is estimated 

that .the total vote cast for and against 
prohibition will reach over 40,000. 
Additional returns give increased ma­
jorities for the anties. Tache and 
Desalaberry give large majorities 
against tbe act. The official majority 
for Winnipeg is 2406 against. In 
round numbers tbe totals now stand 
12,200 tor and 18,800 against. Unre­
ported places are expected to split 
about even, leaving a straight ma­
jority of about 6000 against tbe en­
forcement of tbe act. 

DOES SHE BRING LOST MONEY? 
Victoria, B. C , April 4.—The brig-

antine Blakely, the treasure ship 
which left here several months ago 
after treasure buried by pirates on 
Cocos island, is in tbe straits bound 
home to Victoria. It is impossible to 
learr, at present whether she was suc­
cess fu l or not, as she had passed Car-
tnanah point before signals could be 
made to her. She was over toward 
the American shore, beating up the 
strait. The aews has created a regular 
flutter among the shareholders here, 
who include high offices in the navy 
and some of the best known public 
men of the city, although they have 
concealed their connection with the 
niattertbrough|fear of ridicule The re­
port was received heie from Honolulu 
a short time since that a ship had ar­
rived there which had passed Cocos 
island aud sighted the Blakeley, and 
that the latter had then recovered a 
large amount, and was still proceed­
ing in tbe search. Admiral Paliser, 
who prosecuted the search with a part 
of the marines and bluejackets from 
H, M. S. Imperieuse a few years ago, 
and tbe sailors who accompanied him 
claim they found treasure, hut water 
coming in ou them prevented them 
from securing it. The brigantine 
Blakely, which was purchase by the 
company for a trip from Seattle by the 
parties, will either be commissioned 
for trading purposes or sold on arrival 

JUMPS OVER NIAGARA FALLS. 
Niagara Falls, N. Y., April 4.—De­

lia Tanzy of Buffalo went over the 
American falls at 6 o'clock last night. 
It was the most sensational suicide in 
years. The woman jumped over the 
railing of Goat Island Bridge, ahont 
ten feet from shore. William Cou-
ners, who was- on the bridge at the 
time, ran dowu the shore and waded 
into tbe riyer, A rake was passed 
him and he succeded in fastening it in 
her clothes. Miss Tanzy begged pite-
ously to be saved. He ti ied to draw 
the woman to the shore, but her cloth­
ing tore, and she was carried over the 
brink of tbe falls. Two hundred peo­
ple saw the woman go to her death. 

KILLED IN SOUTH AFRICA. 
Victoria, April 4.—The total num­

ber of Canadians who have d:ed in 
South Africa since tbe • commence­
ment of tbe war is 206. It would ap­
pear from tbe details that the first 
contingent suffered a heavier loss 
from death than any of the other con­
tingent. Tbe first Canadian coining. 
ent of intantry lost 68 men from 
wounds and disease; the second' con­
tingent, cousidting of the mounted 
rifles, dragoons and artillery, 47; 
Stratbcoua Horse, 30; Canadian Scouts 
10; South Alrican Constabulary, 45; 
second regiment Canadian mounted 
rifles sod Canadians in various other 
corps in South Arica, 6, total, 206. 
It is understood tbat the militia de­
partment will offer the services of 
about half a dozen dental sergeons to 
the imperial war office. 

REMAINS OF "FATHER PAT." 
Montreal, April 4.-Arrangements 

have been completed for the ship­
ment of the remains of "Father Pat" 
Ir,.in to British Columbia, aud they 
will leave on tbe C. P. R. express to­
day. It is stated that the family of 
tbe deceased will erect a hospital at 
some point in British Columbia, prob­
ably New Westminster, as e memorial 
of tbe deceased. 

KASLO EXCITED. 
Kaslo, April 4—Kaslo has been 

considerably excited during the past 
week over the fact that a strike, and 
rumor says a rich strike, of gold bas 
been found on Cooper creek, some 
three miles abpve Lardo, and about 20 
miles from this city.
