This force 
will be increased as soon as the men 
can be worked to advantage, as it is 
the intention of the company to do as 
much exploration work as possible 
during the coining summer. 

A strike of what appears to be ex­
ceedingly rich ore was made at the 
Pathfinder mine Wednesday even­
ing. A sample of the find was sent 
down to the Granby smelter to be 
assayed, but the returns have not 
yet been made known. About thirty 
men are now employed at the mine, 
and the property is improving in 
appearance with each additional 
day's work. 

The British Columbia Copper 
company is preparing to close down 
their smelter furnaces ai Greenwood 
preparatory to installing tbe new 
ones that will greatly increase the 
weekly capacity. The closing of the 
furnaces has caused some apprehen­
sion among the merchants who 
fear that their business will be ser­
iously curtailed and the prosperity 
now being enjoyed might be check-
ck. While the smelting work will 
be suspended temporarily the work 
of construction will be rushed for­
ward night and day and the number 
of men employed will not be lessen­
ed, hut rather increased. At their 
Mother Lode mine the company 
will vigorously push development 
work. On this mine 8100,000 will 
be spent during the next three 
months and 12*5 men are wanted to 
carry on the work. All the mines 
in the vicinity of Greenwood are 
now working full stuffs full time ..nd 
the ore shipments are steadily in­
creasing. The city is enjoying a 
period of prosperity unequalled for 
years. 

A quantity of michinery, includ­
ing drills, steam hammer, bolt cut­
ter, lathe, pinner, pipe threading 
machine, and emery wheel, has ar­
rived at the British Columbia smel­
ter and will be installed as soon as 
possible. The excavation work has 
been pretty well completed and most

The term "ore blockelfcout" and 

"ore in sight,," have beeXused so 
freely, that investors are soinetinjes at 
a loss to know just what is meant. 

Ore blocked out is supposed to be 
ore that has bceu opened on four 
sides, ready to break down and take 
to mill or smelter. Ore in sight is 
supposed to be opened sufficiently to 
permit of a reasonable estimate. The 
mere fact that there are outcrops, 
docs not signify that there is any ore 
in sight. Hut, if a tunnel has heen 
run into the property far enough to 
expose the ore bodies, and if this ore 
has been proved up above or low'er; or 
or if a shaft has lieen sunk far enough 
into the property to open ore on sev­
eral levels, that is ore in sight. 

Ore blocked out is always an asset. 
i t is lieyond speculation. It is as 
tungiblo as dry goods, groceries, hard­
ware, or anything else that can be 
turned into cash. 

Notwithstanding theso facts, there 
are many willing and anxious to em­
ploy the terms, without regard t« 
their meaning.
