s Ald Clement was granted leavé to
introduce an amendment to" the
Grand Forks precedure by-law. As
amended all standing committees
will consist of three members, in-
stead of two as heretofore; and a
cemetery committee is also added.
The by-law was read a first and sec-
ond time, considered and adopted in
committee, and then under a sus-
pension of the rules it passed its
third reading. .

City Solicitor Miller stated that
the taking of a bond from Messrs
Traunweiser and Fraser at the last
meeting to defend the liquor license
by-law would. likely have a disas-
trous bearing on that measure, and
he did not like to see the city run
run up against a stone wall. The
council had sent word to the coast
that it did not intend to defend the
by-law, and at a subsequent meet-
ing had altered its decision. This
was a breach of faith, and would
be counted against the city. Where
the council takes a bond from pri-
vate individuals to fight a by-law,
he gaid, it tended to show that the
by-las was not passed in the public
interest, but in the interest of a few
private individals, and the courts
would be almost certnin to, so con-
stoue it.  Mr, Miller gave numerous
citations in support of this conten-
tion. He had also obtained an
opinion  from ~ David  White-
side, which he read, and which was
practically on the samne lines stated

* above. Mr. Miller still believed the
by-law was valid, and if the city had
decided to fight it on its own re
sponsibility, he felt certain thht it
would have won the case. If the
council would change the by-law
slightly—say to nine licenses—so as
to keep faith with the first instruc-

tions sent to the coast, and defend
the case itself, he could almost guar-
antee a favorable decision. But un
der the present circumatances it was
a hopeless case. : i
On motion of Ald, Clements and
Vloaper, the resolution to defend the
by-law, passed at the last meeting,

-| was rescinded.

Ald. McDonald, in one of his long
talks, reviewed the checkered career
of his own by-law. He thought the
people had spoken in favir of moré
licenses in the late election.. He was
willing to increase the number to
foutteen.

$4 motion by Ald. McDonald and
Spraggett to reconsider and finally
pass the by-law was lost, and a mc-
tion by Ald. Clements and Cooper to
refer it back to the committee car-
ried.  Ald. Clements was called to
the chair.

On talking the chair, Mr. Cle-
ments stated that he had gathered
public opinion from numerous rate-
payers, and he had come to the con-
clusion that the best thing the coun-
cil could do would beto revert
to the old by-law. By increasing
licenee fee the bad features of that
measure would be eliminated.

Ald. Cooper coincided * with  Ald.
Clements. ‘ -

Ald. Leguime said if the eight-
hotel license hy-law was ®n unjust
one, twelve hotels would be equally
unjust. He favored the re-adoption
of the old by-law.

A motion by Ald. Tequime-and
Cooper to insert.the word ‘“‘saloon’’
in the by-law.

Ald. McDonald thought this would
do an injustice to the hotel men.
Hotels were of greater benefit to a
city than saloons, as they had to em-
ploy more help and paid larger
rates. Make them all hotel licenses
at $500 per year. There was no nec:
lessity for saloons, The city was
$151 osing per day until the present
by-law was passed.

Mdyor Hutton also opposed the
saloons.

Ald. Cooper wanted saloons and
hotels, with $1000 license fees for
the former and 8500 for the latter.

Ald, McDonald jumped up and
made the statement that the saloon
men had offered the old eouncil
8250 more than the hotels in order
to get it to move in the matter.

Ald. Clements wanted the license
proposition put back to the old
bagis, with increased license fees:
On a plea of justice, the by-law un-
der consideration was no better than
No. 26.

The amendmentwas then adopted,
Gaw, Lequime, Spraggettand Cooper
voting in the aflirmative and Hut-
ton and MeDonald in the negative,

On motion,the hotel licenses were
limited to ten,

A motion by Ald, MeDonald . to
limit the saloon ficenses to two was
lost, and a motion by Ald. Lequime
to put the number at five was
adopted.

On motion of Ald. Spraggett the
license fee for saloons was fixed at
$1000, and $500 for hotels.

The by-law was then adopted in
committee as amended, after which
it was read a third time undera
suspension of the rules,

Ald. McDonald was granted leave
to introduce his hotel regulation and
liquor license renewal by-laws, Both
were read a first and second time,
considered and adopted in commit-
tee, and then read a third time.

A communication from City Elec-

trician Waterston asked for a raise
in his salary from $105 to 8125 per
month, The application was op-
posed by Ald. Cooper and MeDon-
ald, but after a short resistance the
raise was granted, Ald. Clements and
Gaw shoulderiug the responsibility of
4 resolution to that effect.

..On motion of Ald. Cooper and
Spraggett, City Solicitor . Miller was
retained at a salary of $75 per month,
Since the lust meeting the city clerk
had gathered information respecting
the salavies of city solicitors through-
out the province, Greenwood pays
$50 per monhli, Cranbrook $50, Ross-
land $70, Nelson $1000 per year, and
Kamloops $300 per year. But it was
shown that in the majority of in-
stances the solicitor is not compelled
to attend council meetings.

The council then adjourned until
Wednesday evening, when the by-
laws ave slated for seconsideration and
final passage

The ost important mining deal
consummated in this city for mouths
has just been closed, the Granby Con-
solidated Mining & Smelting company
sccuring a working bond on - the well
known Pathfinder mine, located six-
teen miles north of this city on the
north fork of the Kettle viver. The
bond is for $150,000, and runs for a
period of over eighteen months  The
first payment of $15,000 fulls due on
the 1st of October ' next, subsequent
payments of a substantial nature ma-
turing ab regular intervals,

The Pathfinder Mining company is
capitalized at $150,000, consisting of
1,500,000 shares of a par value of 10
cents, OF these, 343,000 shares are
yot unsold,  The stock is all held by
local parties, John Rogers, W. K. C.
Manly, Alex Fraser, Tom and Jumes
Newby, Dr. Kingston, C. M. Mardon
and M, 8. Martin being the principal
owners, The property Is practically
free from debt, there being only” one
account of $16 outstunding against it.

The Pathfinder was located in
1895,and was the first property on the
North Fork that was systematically
worked, having been developed to a
high dagree both by tunnel and shaft.
The property is well equipped  with
buildings and machinery, including
an $8000 seven-drill compressor plant.

The ore is of a porphyry formation
and resembles very closely the ore
from the Le Roi mine. It rurs from
$4 to $10 in values,

Bither the shaft or tunnel can be
connected with the proposed  North
Fork railvay by a 3000-foot ariel
tram,
