Homestead Entries 
The manner in which the west is 

being populated is probably best shown 
in the number of homestead entries 
and the number of acres pafsing into 
personal ownership. A comporison 
of the work of the present government 
with what was done in Conservative 
times will reflect great credit on the 
sagacity and enterprise of the present 
g iverniiient. The following will be 
read with interest: 

Fine years ending June 30, 1902, 
41,803; 6,688,480 acres. 

Five years ending June 30, 1907, 
130,212; 20,833,920 acres. 

The above shows what the policy 
of the department has accomplished 
within, tbe last five year and what 
substantial gains have been made in 
securing permanent settlers who will 
add greatly to the wealth of the 
Dominion. 

For purposes of comparison let us 
take ten years previous.to the Conser­
vatives going out of office, in 1896, 
and compare what they accomplished 
with the result of the next ten years 
under Liberal administration: 

Ten years ending December 31, 18-
97, 32,300; 5,168,000acres. 

Ten years ending December 31, 
1907, 172,015, 27,522,400 acres. 

Surely there cannot be better evi­
dence put forword to justify a policy 
than is furnished by these figures. 

British Immigration 
Some figures in general immigration 

are also interesting as going to prove 
the class of citizens now entering the 
Dominion. This will disprove the 
arguments constantly advanced that 
British immigration is falling off. 

Five years ending 1901-1902: Great 
Britian and Ireland, 56,043; other 
countries, 86,242; United States 73-
982; total, 236,886. 

An interesting comparison is made 
with the five years just ended which 
proves the contention that an improv­
ed class of people ure being encour­
aged to settle in Canada: 

Five years ending 1006-1907: Great 
Britian and Ireland, 300,112; other 
countries, 187,705; United States 
230,874; total 718,691. 

Carping critics who alleged thai 
British immigration is falling away 
will do well tn study these fiigures 
and if they are not inclined to give 
credit to thn government, at least tlicy 
should cease misrepresenting facts. 

Tho preparations for tlio winter 
carnival at Rossland are going ener­
getically ahead. The mines of the 
camp have contributed $450, the city 
$150, there is ubout $200 in the treas­
ury from last year, the merchants and 
business men generally are contribut­
ing liberally, and the outlook is that 
theie will be at least $2000 in the 
treasury for the purpose of defraying 
the expenses.

LARGE JNCREASE 
Mines of Province Produced 

$25,738,983 in the Year 

Just Closed 

Boundary Mines Were Shut 

Down for Nearly a Quar­

ter of the Year 

The total mineral production of 
British Columbia for 1907, according 
to an approximate estimate provided 
by thc provincial mineralogist, W. 
Fleet Robertson, shows an increase of 
over three-quarters of a million dollars 
over that of 1906. This showing is 
remarkable when it is remembered 
that the Boundary mines were shut 
down for nearly a quarter of the year, 
two months ut one time, while prior 
to that there were constant delays 
from coke shortage. 

Of the 38,000,000 pounds of cop­
per produced, 28,000,000 pounds came 
from the Boundary mines, about .4,-
000,000 from the coast, and 5,000,000 
from Rossland. 

The total production of the metallif­
erous mines for 1907 was $17,878,883, 
as compared ,with $19,432,502 in 
1906. For this falling off, owing to 
the causes above mentioned, the great 
increase in the production of coal aud 
coke and the advanced prices received 
for the latter, more than compensated. 
The total production of coal and coke 
for the year just ended is estimated 
by Robertson at $7,860,100, as com' 
,.ared with $5,548,044 in 1906. 

From all sources the mineral pro­
duction for 1907 is placed by Mr. 
Itobertson at $25,738,983, us com­
pared with $24,980 546 m 1906. 

The average price for metals gener-
dly for 1907 was ubout the same as 
in 1906. 

The following approximate estimate 
of the value of mineral production for 
1907 was prepared by the provincial 
mineralogist:
