Unions and Politics. 

Iliu Greatest Activity Has Marked the Work o 
Orgaul'ing Labor that Was Cver -

Known-Let All Unite.

Greater act ivi ty has marked the work 

of oiganislng labor dur ing the p a s t yea r 
than the world has ever known. , l t Is 
In the air . I t is Irresistible. Eve ry 
branch of the industrial a rmy, skilled 
and unskilled, Is.'wheeling- into line, 
i t overleaps a i r color lines and wipes 
out all sex discriminations. The move­
ment Is universal and' it foreshadows 
the emancipation of the working ciass 
f r a W w a g e . slavery. . 

Most heart i ly do I approve -the work 
and commend the mission of organised-
labor. I would have the workers of all 
kinds thoroughly organised and then 
co-operate harmoniously under the su­
pervision of a central- body. The agi­
tation incident to organizing Is health­
ful. 'and vitalizing. It Is educational. 
In the breast of despondency the hear t 
of hope begins to throb and the bowed 
form begins to rise. 

Let tlie good work go forward and let 
all unite In It! In the t r ades union the 
workers a re being fitted to, take posses­
sion of, and manage their t rades when 
the, time: comes for the greats change 
toward w h i c h , t h e w o r l d is irresistibly 
tending, when the workers will own and 
operate , the means .of 'production In 
their own interest . . : 

, T h e trades lunioh, as such, should' 
not go Into politics. I t is an economic 
and1 not a political institution. When 
it Is made to endorse candidates and 
other political service, disruption fol­
lows. The members . should keep 'their 
eyes on the political heelers and hench­
men who ' jo in the union to swing it 
their -way in payment of a recognition 
in the,form of a cheap political job to,

Because It has 
ferreted-out, exposed and cleansed the 
unwholesome cellar bakery. Because. 
It shortens theWork-duy and gives the 
toller time to , r ead . and think and cul­
t iva te the social side p'f life. ' Because 
It guarantees a l i v i n g w a g e and ra t ion­
al condition of employment. Because 
it s tands for quality, and honest work­
manship. Because It is, not a weapon

T H E L I T T L E BROWN "MAN. 

- Shocking as ; has been tlie Inllux of 
Chinamen into this province since lin­
early days of the construction of-ll ie 
Canadian Pacific railway bringing In 
i ts train the despoliation nf white Im­
migration nnd the consequent loss of 
Immense revenue lo British Columbia— 
because the Celestials adds little, nr 
no th ing to a t reasury now almost de­
pleted—the evil tha t now menaces the 
country by the Introduction of the jvlly 
J a p Is of a far more serious na ture . 
The Chinaman indulges, as his low 
ins t inc ts compel, in work which the 
average ;Anglo-Saxon w o u l d consider 
beneath his dignity, bu t the Japanese 
quickly assimilate with the customs of 
the .European nat ions and light them 
on 'their own ground. He is a resource­
ful beggar, i s the little brown man, and 
h e adopts the fashions.and, customs of 
the people ot this country, living on a l ­

most nothing and laboring for the 
merest pit tance. He is more dangerous 
than the plg-talled Mongolian, because 
he enters spheres of skilled toll where 
the Chinaman, through his Ignorance 
and Incapacity, cannot make even a 
show of competition. Under such cir­
cumstances It Is time to call a halt, 
notwi ths tanding "lniperl.il Interests," 
which are put forward as the sole and 
only ground for allowing these unde­
sirable people to flood our shores. They 
tire coming In, not by hundreds, but by 
thousands, and a gentleman connected 
with a company in Vancouver who 
ought to know if anybody does, In­
forms The Independent Unit 3,000 lire 
now on their way across the ocean to 
take up their residence here. During 
the last few weeks they have been 
coming in by every stcnnier in droves, 
like flocks of sheep, the miserable 
dogs of the honest classes in a land 
that Is not yet even semi-civilized'and 
kin of our kin, and flesh of our flesh 
are s t ruggl ing for a living, and many 
of them are unable to gel it.^tb feed 
their Wives and .children, because these 
barbar ians a re permitted to enter our 
terr i tory and take the bread out of 
their mouths . It may be said by the-
unknowing tha t we are speaking 
strongly, but let. them go 'down to the 
wharves lis we have done and see these 
Asiatics tiling down the gang planks 
from the s teamers In what is a regular 
procession, and they Will form some 
conception of the wrong tha t is being 
inflicted upon the white race . . No soon­
er do they land, without the slightest 
knowledge ot our traditions, our his­
tory, our laws, our insti tut ions and 
above till, our language, than, under 
the guidance of their task-master , they 
tile up to the ofitce of the official who 
natural izes them and become Brit ish 
subjects, paying the paltry two dollars 
that makes them co-equal with those 
ot us who have been born under the 
old flag and boast tha t from the sign­
ing of the Char te r to the relief of 
Ladysmith we are the puissant power 
of the earth. I t is a gross outrage 
upon our British citizenship and it 
s t a m p s with shame those who, for 

presumably offensive and defensive 
purposes allow this influx of cheap and 
nas ty labor to be countenanced. W h a t 
does the Japanese think of the oath 
of allegiance he t akes? . He might as 
well be sworn on last year 's a lmanac, 
all-he wants is to get a footing in the 
count ry and, consequently,..wedge out 
r ivals ever loya l , , to , the Crown who 
would fight and die for.it, and who are 
to-day main ta in ing ' the glory-and pres­
tige of the Empire on the far-off Afri­
can veldts, w h e r e , their prowess has 
been acknowledged by the Generals 
who are directing the .movements,, of 
tlie al l-conquering forces. Yet this 
"l i t t le brown m a n " is permitted to 
come in and take the place of these 
brave follows who have already made 
Canada known; aiid feared throughout 
tlie world, if these foreigners come 
in at the same rate as they have dur­
ing the last few months, or, indeed, 
weeks, the end thereof is really diffi­
cult to conjecture. Look at the F rase r 
river fisheries, they are practically in 
the hands„of the Japanese and it will 
be more so this season than ever be­
fore. T imes are not al together too 
brisk owing t o a variety of circum­
stances and the w h i t e man mus t suffer 
because 'of the cheaper labor tha t con­
fronts him. Imperial interests, , we 
concede, are of large importance, and 
British Columbia is only one in the 
sisterhood of provinces t ha t comprise 
the Dominion, and we protest a g a i n s t

those interests-bringing.desolation and' 
ruin and povetty to countless-homes, 
and reducing the free Canadian v.'ork-
inginen to . the level of the servile J a p ­
anese. I t is high time for the working 
classes of this city and province to 
give their most earnest consideration 
to this momentous issue, und now tha t 

to the premiership a t the instance of 
the Lieutenant-Governor. The meas ­
ures he outlines vary little from the 
platforms enunciated by his oppon­
ents, and, a s in their case, are only 
Intended to cutch votes. The elector­
ate have been wearied with the in­
ternecine quarrels ot the late govern­
ment par ty , of which Mr. Mart in was 
at one time the rul ing spirit , nnd in 
that respect the Premier 's address to 
the elector-- of this district adds little 
lo the :d i r ty political mess in which, 
lo a large degree, people of principle 
do not care to be found associated. 
Nevertheless his policy, if ll were pos­
sible to car ry It out, especially t h a t 
which refers to rai lway development, 
commends lt«elt to T h e Independent, 
though wo have very grave fears that 
the large amount of luxation tha t 
must fall upon the working classes 
would not meet with their approbation, 
when the time arr ives to pay. A pliink 
tha t does not seem to have s t ruck 
with sufficient force either Premier 
Martin or his opponents of every shade 
Is tha t which the par l iamentary com­
mittee of the Trades and Labor Coun­
cil recommended for adoption lo the 
platform of that organization.

I t c anno t be fairly said, we 
think, t h a t Mr. Mar t in has given Us 
very much tha t is new—most of i t has 
been threshed out election af ter elec­
tion—but it must be acknowledged t h a t 
I F , CARRIED OUT, it would prove of 
inestimable value. However, a s w e 
have said before, ante-election prom­
ises have to be taken w i t h a gra in of 
salt , and a large dose a t that i and to 
ca r r y ou t : the reforms 'demanded a t 
this , t ime, labor must assert itself. In 
this connection we a re pleased to note 
b y . the daily papers , t ha t Mr. Ra lph 
Smith—a true friend of . the cause—has' 
s ta r ted in to car ry out Ihe patriot!:; 
work of organizing the par ty on-Vnii-
couver Island. May we not hope t'.'iit 
he w i l l extend his invaluable services 
to the Mainland, arid, before nomina­
tion day, unite '.all w a r r i n g jfactkms, 
aiid have ,s t ra igh t , uncompromising la­
bor candidates placed in the field 
wherever, possible.
