The council met liut Fi id., »• 
morning, the Mayor und Alder­
men Adams, Copeland, Duggan, 
Rattenbury and Raymer attend­
ing. 

Mo#t of the time was -.pent in 
dealing with an unusually large 
batch of correspondence. 

The fire brigade wrote suggest 
ing that it would be ad/isable 
to repaint the fire hall this year 
They also requested that the 
small hose reel be converted in­
to a ladder and rope carrier, 
and that 500 feet of new hose 
be purchased. 

The secretary of the Mainland 
Fire Underwriters Association 
wrote pointing out that in some 
cities "fire hydrants had been 
found to be frozen, a most Seri­
ous condition in case of lire. 
The clerk was instructed to re-: 
ply that all fire hydrants in 
Kelowna were tested weekly 

Some discussion took place on 
the matter of the arrangement 
with Dr. Boyce to haul sawdust 
to the power house in payment 
of taxes. A considerable quan­
tity had been delivered and the 
council had refused to accept 
any more. A letter was read 
from Messrs. Weddell & Gribble 
dealing with the case, and it 
was decided to hand this over 
to the city solicitor. 

Messrs. Max Jenkins & Co., 
wrote, stating that for six 
months past they had been 
handling the city. Dound for Mr. 
A. R. Davy, which arrangement 
had not been satisfactory to 
them, and in the event of tho 
council deciding to appoint a 
new poundkeeper they requested 
that their application for the 
position be considered. 

Wr. A. J. Jones informed the 
council that he had been ap­
proached to take out a trade li-
cence for the roller rink. He ap­
plied for exemption on the 
ground that he was operating 
the rink more or less for amuse­
ment and was barely covering 
the cost of operation. He point 
ed out also that no fee had been 
collected from tlu prjprietors 
of the ice rink. 

It was decided to grant his 
request. 

Mr. W. F. Bouvette wrote of­
fering to do teaming for the 
city for S4.50 per day.

Decide Uniform Contract 
for Growing on Shares 

The meeting held in the Rut­
land school house on Friday, 
the 19th inst., was well attend­
ed by the owners of property in 
the surrounding district, and 
many interested residents at­
tended from Kelowna. 

The meeting was called for 
the purpose of discussing ' the 
situation confronting property 
owners who have been, and in­
tend growing vegetables on 
shares with Orientals, the ex­
perience of many being, all 
things considered (interest on 
investment, wear and tear on 
machinery, etc.) it does not 
warrant giving as large a por­
tion of the crop to contractors 
as has been given in some in­
stances, and that it would be 
desirable to arrange a uuiform 
contract for all owners to adopt 
over the_enlire vallev, ;iiul with 
that end in view a crop contract 
was agreed ui;< n setting forth 
the terms that were consid r̂e l̂ 
fair to both owner and con­
tractor.

The labor situation was dis 
cussed at sour.' 1 njth, but it 
was decided not to pass anv 
resolutions in regard to selling 
the price on white labor, the 
general opinion being lhat as 
the large employers had decided 
(t> pay 5.15 a month and board, 
for good teamsters and S.V> a 
month and board for Ordinary 
labor and likelv set the price 
throughout the vallev, and in 
the face of present conditions it 
was considered impossible for 
employers to oav more and 
leave a margin of profit. It vas 
generally considered that Orien­
tal labor should be paid ut the 
rate of about fl-,25 a day, but 
there were no definite lesolutuu 
passed or agreement made by 
the growers to that effect. 

Owing to all work of a public 
nature having ceased in the dis­
trict and the community be-in-r 
entirely dependent on returns 
from crops produced in the dis­
trict, the hope was expressed 
that labor generally would co­
operate with the owners of land 
to produce a bumper crop this 
next season and have our ex­
ports from the district verv 
much larger thtn our imports. 

The Okanagan United Irbw 
ers is distributing the following 
circular among the shareholders 
of the affiliated local associa 
tions. As an outline of future 
policy it provides interesting 
reading for fruit growers. Sec­
tion F with its sub clauses sug­
gests that the organization open 
offices in Vancouver, Calgary 
and Regina, sell garden truck 
and early soft fruits direct 10 
the retailer through the Cen­
tral's own salesmen, and that 
the main carload crops be scld 
to the regular wholesale trade 
on an f.o.b., shipping point bas­
is. If this policy is attempted 
this year, it will mean a cam­
paign along entirely new lines. 

The circular reads: 
To the shareholders of our Af­

filiated Local Associations: 
Dear Sir,—The Central Boaid 

at their recent meeting request­
ed that the following informa­
tion be forwarded to you for 
your consideration. Paragraphs 
A, B, C, D and E were passed 
by the recent conference of local 
directors; F, with its ten divi­
sions, is an outline of future 
policy. 

A.—That wc would •jUongly 
express our opinion that it is 
absolutely necessary for the suc­
cess of the fruit industry to 
have a cheaper fruit package 
provided in order that thc grow­
er receives a living price for 
his fruit, and that we recom­
mend having travellers sent out 
some considerable time ue.tore 
the fruit begins to move in or­
der to secure the trade for soft 
fruits. The adoption ot* the 
above recommendation <viU, wc 
feel sure, accomplish much to­
ward the elimination of the 
broker and the realizing of more 
satisfactory prices for the fruit. 

Selling Agreement 
B.—That as a satisfactory 

working arrangement with our 
competitors as, regards selling 
prices is a necessity if disastr­
ous cutting is to be avoided and 
if satisfactory results are to be 
obtained by their respective 
growers, our Central Board be 
instructed to make strenuous ef­
forts to come to a mutually sat­
isfactory and binding arrange­
ment with such competing hous­
es, and that in any event, and 
particularly in the event of such 
a binding arrangement being 
found to be unobtainable, our 
Central Board be instructed to 
if possible make arrangements 
with the brokerage and commis­
sion houses for their satisfac­
tory handling of our goods bv 
them at a verv material reduc­
tion on the rates hitherto charg­
ed by them, and failing the pos­
sibility of making a workinj ar­
rangement with our competitors 
and of getting such verv mater­
ial reduction the board be in­
structed to make the necessary 
arrangements for the selling o( 
our production direct to the re­
tailer by salesmen of our own.

D.—That we declare in favor 
of the Central purchasing pack­
ages, paper, nails and sacks for 
the locals for the coming year. 

E.—That the matter oi future 
policy be left to the Central 
Board, and that copies of all 
resolutions be sent to the Cen­
tral Board for their guidance, 
and that copies of all resolu­
tions received be sent to the va­
rious local associations. 

Future Policy 
F.—1. That earnest efforts be 

made to arrange a working bas­
is with our competitors as to 
selling policy and prices. 

2. That we have our own of­
fices located at Vancouver, Cal­
gary and Regina. 

.•". That we sell our own JOods 
2. That garden truck and ear­

ly soft fruits be placed direct 
with the retail trade by our 
own salesmen so far as possible. 

5. That we sell our main car­
load crops to the regular wh de-
sale trade on an f.o.b., snipping 
point basis. 

6. That no goods unsold 
shipped out except to our 
salesmen. 

7. That cheaper packages be 
used, especially in handling 'or­
chard run' or 'off varieties of 
apples. Baskets will also be 
used in making experiment ship- ' 
ments of sour cherries, s.mall 
plums, early apples and crab ap­
ples. 

8. That our export markets be 
extended. 

q. That expenses in thc Cen­
tral be reduced to the lowest 
point possible consistent with 
efficiency. 

10. That the Local Associa­
tions be required to exercise 
such supervision over expenses 
as will ensure the maximum of 
efficiency for the minimum ,->f 
cost. 

The above policy will not go 
as far as some would like, and 
further than others think we 
should go. We have recently re­
ceived prices on box material 
which are much lower than last 
vear. With reduced cost ot op­
erations in local and central the 
future looks fair for belter re­
turns to you than vou have vet 
had. Increased volume will ma­
terially assist. Let each one 
do their part to build bv help­
ful criticism.
