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Meeting of 
City Council 

Board of Trade Ask $5000 (or 
Publicity Work - Will Be 

Decided by Plebiscite 
Saturday 

Tlie greater part of the time of 
tlie council at its regular meeting 
on Friday morning last waa taken 
up by the receiving of deputations 
on various matters. Of theae the 
moat important was that from the 
Board of Trade asking for a grant 
of $5,000 to be used for the pay­
ment of a publicity commissioner 
for the city and in advertising work 
generally. 

The deputation consisted of 
Messrs. Kerr, Adams, Bowser, 
McKenzie and Pangtnan. The lat­
ter introduced the matter and read 
the following statement which had 
been prepared for the guidance of 
the council:— 

Your Worship, and Gentlemen 
of the Council of the City cf Kel­
owna: 
. We beg to submit io you the fol­
lowing report of the action taken 
by the Board of Trade of the City 
of Kelowna and also the following 
estimate of expenditure, as pro­
posed by this Board I 

At the last regular meeting of 
the Board of Trade, a resolution 
was adopted requesting the Pub-

'• licity Committee, the Finance Com­
mittee and Mr. Kerr to draw up an 
estimate of the funds required to 
carry on the important work of 
this Board, and on March 10th 
1913, the Publicity Committee met 
there being present Messrs. Pang-
man, McKenzie, Adams, McTavish, ' 
DeHart, Bowser, Kerr and secretary 
Fiaher. After a careful discussion 
of the aims and objects of the Board 

S3ininenting upon the sum of 
00 suggested as,-the salary*? 

a publicity commissioner, Mr. 
Pangman said it might perhaps be 
thought large but the publicity 
committee ol the Board had con­
sidered that it would be of little 
use to get an inferior man for such 
a position. 
5Mr. Kerr endorsed this view. 

He said it would be much better 
to secure a good man and pay him 
well than endeavor to economiae 
by employing a cheap man who 
was not thoroughly capable. He 
mentioned North Battleford, which 
town waa paying $3,000 a year for 
a publicity commissioner because 
he was an expert in securing in­
dustries to locate there. He said 
that aeveral towna much smaller 
than Kelowna were paying out 
sums for advertiaing considerably 
larger than was asked for. 

Mr. A. W. Bowser said the ob-
ject in having a publicity commis­
sioner was in order to do away 
with a lot of indiscriminate adver­
tising. He would be an advertising 
medium in himself and get into 
touch with any likely industries 
which might be induced to locate 
here. His work would give more 
nnd better publicity than by put­
ting the amount of his salary into 
general advertising. 

His Worship the Mayor said that 
he fully sympathised with the ob­
jects of the Board of Trade. They 
all recognized the benefit to be 
derived from good advertising. 
He especially liked the idea of, 
having a publicity commissioner. 
However, it waa purely a matter 
of revenue. The income of the 
council waat fixed. They antici­
pated l'dtleaSksste '" the assess­
ment this year, while certain: 
expenses would be very much big­
ger—the debenture rate, for in­
stance. They naturally wished to 
keep the taxes ns low as possible. 
Last year the Board got a grant of 
$2,000. Thia year they were ask­
ing for two and a-half times as 
much or a sum equal to two mills the committee decided upon th 

Wiswiug work for the currw-ijoa the taxes. The council's idea

It is proposed by the Committee, 
to employ an experienced Publicity 
commissioner, who will supervise 
and direct the general work of the 
Board, undertaking, upon the sug-

Sestion of the Publicity Committee 
10 following special work: 
Instead of advertising in a gen­

eral way, we would bend all our 
energies towards special advertis­
ing where it will do the most good 
with the object of inducing the 
following industries to locate in 
Kelowna, viz: Canning factory, 
cold storage plant, sash snd door 
factory, brick - yard, apartment 
houses, tourist hotel, pickling, eider 
and evaporating plant, emphasis­
ing in every case the ideal climatic 
conditions as found in our city and 
district. We expect our Publicity 
Commissioner would familiarize 
himself with conditions -here and 
on the prairies, and for this the 
estimates have placed an item for 
" Special Travelling Expanses," 
which would be used if necessary. 
The item designated, " Other Tra-
v Jling expenses," would be to 
cover the cost of his attendance at 
various fairs and exhibitions where 
we proposed making an exhibit of 
Kelowna products. 

Our estimated expenditure is as 
follows:

Special travelling expense. 300.00

The booklets we propose re­
writing and dividing up between 
a booklet similar to the one now 
published, and a smaller one which 
could be handled more cheaply 
and given wider distribution. 

'• The Finance Committee report a 
balance on hand after payment of 
various accounts in process, of 
$470.00, leaving $5,630.00 to be 
provided for. The Board of Trade 
as represented by the committee 
here present, will undertake to 
provide the odd $830.00 through 
new membership fees and other 
sources, leaving a balance of $5,000 
which we respectfully ask you to 
consider seriouslv and grant to us 
for the prosecution of the import­
ant work outlined as above. 

Trusting you will favor us with a 
favorable report before our next 
menthlv meeting. 

was to submit (he request''to the 
people by means of a plebiscite as 
they hardly felt justified in expend­
ing such a large sum unless the 
people expressed their approval. 

After some consultstion it was 
decided to call together a public 
meeting on Thursday evening and 
to take a poll on Saturday. The 
deputation then withdrew. 

Following the Board of Trade 
deputation Mr. Thos. Lawson, 
chairman of the Board of School 
Trustees, waited on the council 
with the estimates of ordinary 
school expenditure for the cut rent 
year. The amount asked for was 
practically the same as last year, a 
sum of $10,666.15 being required 
to be raised by taxation. The esti­

Board of Trade 
At the monthlv meeting of the 

Board of Trade held Tuesday sev­
eral important matters were dealt 
with and discussed which unfor­
tunately space will not permit UB 
in this issue to go into in detail. 

Under reports of special com­
mittees the "publicity committee 
reported upon their visit to the city 
council with a request for $5,000 
for publicity purposes, and the 
decision of the latter to submit the 
matter to a vote of the ratepayers 
on Saturday. The highways com­
mittee submitted an account or 
their trip over the much-desired 
South Okanagan-Narameta road in 
company wiih Engineer Dufresne, 
of Vernon, who had roughly esti­
mated that the road could be built 
for about $70,000 instead of as 
previously given by the govern­
ment engineer $220,000. It was 
decided to contribute $ 100 towards 
the cost of an independent survey, 
the other towns interested to make 
up the sum required, $300. 

Another matter which created 
considerable discussion was the 
raising of the subscription fee paid 
by members of the Board. It was 
proposed to make this $10 instead 
of $5 in order to raise funds to 
assist in the contemplated publicity 
campaign. There was much said 
for and against the guggeslion and 
ultimately a compromise waa effected by 
malting the subscription $10 for city mem­
bers and $5 for countrg members. 

The provision of a box for parcels in 
the Post office, and the keeping open of 
the wicket continuouely fyr money orders 
and registered letters had been the subject 
of an enquiry by a special committee who 
reported that the remuneration of the Post 
Master waa insufficient to cover the coat 
of an addition to the staff which would 
be necesaary to carry nut thia plan. A 
resolution wee forwarded to the .Ponttnas-
ter-Genaral asking that steps be taken to 
enable the local postmaster to increaae hia 
etaff. 

Mr. \V. D. Walker of South Okanagan 
brought up the question of the indiscrim. 
nate slaughter of game in the vicinity of 
the railwey camps, and at hie auggeetion 
a request wae forwarded to the govern­
ment for a epecial game warden to patro 
the district. 

The.litck of any pcilitiee for receiving 
and aending telegrams from the mission 
wae complained of by the mission dele­
gates and It was decided to take the mat­
ter up with the superintendent of govern-
telegraphe. 

Hotelkeeper Fined 

The local police court was a 
busy place Monday last several 
cases being up before Magistrate 
Boyce. 

The most important was a charge 
brought against the proprietor of 
the Palace Hotel of supplying 
liquor on Sunday contrary to the 
provisions of the Liquor Act. The 
offence, it waa alleged, had been 
committed on Sunday, March 9th, 
and the information was laid by 
Leslie William Field, formerly a 
bartender employed at the Palace 
but recently discharged. Field 
himself had been hauled up the 
week before on a charge of theft 
from a customer of the hotel but 
the case had been dismissed ow­
ing to lack of evidence. 

Fields in his statement said that 
two bottles of liquor had been 
handed out to Charles Bills, the 
latter having paid for them at the 
time. 

The prosecution was undertaken 
by Mr. E. C. Weddell, and the 
defence by Mr. R. B. Kerr. 

The witnesses examined for the 
defence were Mr. Geo. Peabody 
and S. L. Arnot, bartender. It was 
admitted that a parcel of liquor 
had been handed to Bills but it 
was contended that it had been 
paid for on the previous day and 
left to be called for. 

A fine of $100 or four months 
was imposed. 

There were several interesting 
features about this case which 
might be mentioned. It was the 
first occasion upon which proceed­
ings had been taken against any 
hotel in Kelowna. It was also the 
prosecuting barrister's (Mr. E. C. 
Weddell) first case since his call 
to the bar a short time ago. The 
son of Mr. E. Weddell, of Kelow­
na, the young lawyer has grown 
up in the city and has now opened 
an office and' established himself 
in practice in his native town. He 
has already created a favorable 
impression and has the good 
wishes of his numerous friends.

Mr. Joslyn had thia lot all 
cleared and partly planted out to 
fruit trees. It is in a good location 
and practically level and com­
mands a splendid view of Okan­
agan Lake.

Nearly all of the right-of-way has 
been purchased so that it would 
Beem there is now nothing to pre­
vent the building of this very nec­
essary means of transportation. 

Messrs. Johnson & Carswell had 
the misfortune to loose a valuable 
horse in their logging camp on the 
Lewis property over two weeks 
ago. It was one of a henvy 'team 
hauling a sleigh load of logs down 
a steep grade, when in some way 
the load became more than the 
team could hold back and getting 
beyond the contiol of the driver 
the sleigh got off the road and 
dragged the horaes with it, the 
whole getting into a bad tangle in 
the stumps and brush, resulting in 
the death of one of the animals. 
The driver escaped unhurt.
