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Redistribution Report 
Presented to House 

Kelowna Will Have Adequate 
Representation 

In the legislature Mon lay 
reports were presented from the 

• /redistribution commission by 
the provincial secretary. Separ­
ate reports . covering proposed 
rearrangement oi constituen­
cies were handed in irom the 
two commissioners, Judge Mc­
Donald and Judge Morrison. 

Judge Morrison's report, as 
he alone signs it, carries with it. 
a schedule covering the em ire 
list of constituencies in the pro­
vince. Judge McDonald's state 

, ment and schedule deals onlv 
with Tertain constituencies, lesv 
ing the assumption that on the 
points not covered he agree 
with his confrere. * 

Forty-seven members ahould 
comprise the next House, ac­
cording to Judge Morrison's 
schedule, while Judge McDonald 
makes the count fortv-five, and 
at the same time deprecates thc 
necessity of any increase.:, The 
present House has forl.v-tw) 
members. The constituencies af­
fected as to increased represen­
tation are Vancouver, one nd-
ditional; Richmond, tw j : Skee-
na one and Okanagan one. 

In pur own immediate neigh-
borhood, the changes most sig­
nificant are in tne Similkameen 
which loses'the Kettle Valley to 
Greenwood and gains from the 
Okanagan all that portion south 
of a line east and west at 
Trout Creek, just below Sum­
merland, thus taking Penticton-, 
into the Similkameen. The rest 

•• of the Okanagan division which 
thus loses Penticton, gains Sal­
mon Arm and Sicamous on the 
north and is again divided at 
'the Coldstream river into north 
and south Okanagan with a 
member for each. „ 

By this arrangement, which 
will be quite acceptable and in­
deed gratifying to Kelowna peo­
ple, this district a t last secures 
adequate representation iu the 
provincial house. 

The new division of which Ke­
lowna will thus be the natural 
centre will include Summerland. 
Naramata, Peachland, West-
bank, Kelowna and surround­
ings, Okanagan Centre and Oka­
nagan Landing, to a point just 
south of Vernon, which of 
course will be' in the northern 

, end. This area includes a popu­
lation of probably eleven or 
twelve thousand people. 

In his report Judge McDonald 
says there has been a large in­
crease in British Columbia's 
population since the last redis­
tribution, but the fact that this 

\ increase was not spread evenly, 
but was especially confined to 
the coast, makes it difficult to 
handle. Over two-fifths of thc 
voting strength of the province 
is in Vancouver or within 20 
miles of the city. He thinks, 
for several reasons, the popula­
tion should not be a goveruin 
factor in representation.

this policy a public meeting was 
arranged for Tuesday afternoon 
in Raymer's hall to hear an ad­
dress from John Oliver, the 

Honest John" who as member 
for Delta was a leading iigure 
of the Liberal opposition in the 
House for many vears until the 
fortunes of politics swept him 
along with many of his colleag­
ues into retirement at '.he last 
election. 

Honest John has a certain flu­
ency of oratory and a keennesf 
in criticism which is all his own 
and his speech of Tuesday, de­
livered in a somewhat high kc 
in which he roasted the govern 
ment from top to bottom, and 
from east to west, did not fail 
to keep the attention of the 
sbme iso men who had gathered 
to hear him. 

The chair was taken by Mr 
L. V. Rogers, president of 1h; 
Liberal Association, and Mr. F. 
R. E. DeHart also assisted at 
the meetinir. 

Mr. Oliver gave most of his 
attention to the land policy of 
the government. 

The maps issued by ihe gov­
ernment he declared, were mis" 
leading, as land shown tis open 
for pre-emption was really in 
the hands of speculating com­
panies who luid managed to get 
inside information ahead of 
what was supplied to the public. 
Agricultural land he believed, 
should not be sold at ail, and 
should only be parted with on 
conditions of continued residence 
and productiveness. If such a 
policy had been pursued, lhe 
population of British Columbia 
could have been doubled, und 
profitable employment found for 
all. There would have been no 
empty stores and mortgage fori 
closure all over the province 
The government had guaranteed 
the bonds of railway companies 
but the country must be devel­
oped or these companies could 
not pay the interest and sink­
ing funds on their debentures. 
How could the country be de­
veloped, he asked, when tin best 
lands were allowed to .*o into 
the hands of speculators who 
would hold it until they could 
get higher prices? 

He criticised the outlay in­
volved in the preparation ol Un­
report of thc Agricultural Com­
mission, which he claimed em­
bodied nothing but what had 
been a part of the Liberal plat­
form for years and touched al­
so upon thc taxation of the 1 ro-
vince, which he said was in­
equitable, and allowed the big 
speculators to get off too light­
ly. 

He was particularly wvere in 
his condemnation of the govern­
ment for what he considered 
was its failure to carry out a 
promise to"deal with the labor 
problems ol the province. A 
Labor Commission had been ap­
pointed and had delivered a re­
port. This commission, hy thc 
way, had been purposely b-pt 
away from Nanaimo, whioh had 
been the scene of much labor 
trouble, because of the fear that 
it would conflict with the Mc­
Kenzie & Mann interests them. 
Amongst their recommenda­
tions was one for the adoption 
of a Workmen's Compensation 
Act. This too, he claimed, had 
been a matter the Liberals had 
been advocating for vears past. 

Referring to British Colum­
bia's contribution of soldiers to 
fight the battles of the empire, 

of that? How "many of them 
would come back cHonled and 
incapable of earning their own 
living? Were we going 10 turn 
them adrift as beggars and pau­
pers, or were we going tc pro­
vide for them? 

Every year, he said, the in­
dustries of the world were mak­
ing more cripples than the war. 
and it was the duty of the gov­
ernment to place a law upon 
the statute book to provide tor 
these cripples. It was not good 
business to continue to manu­
facture cripples and beggars 
Statistics of the state ot" Wash­
ington which had adopted a 
Workmen's Compensation law 
showed that ample provision 
could be made for insurance to 
cover all industrial accidents for 
a premium of one per cent oi thc 
payroll. 

What did the government pro­
pose to do? Thev were going to 
bring in a bill and lay il on the 
table for a year! 

Continuing Mr. Oliver went on 
to speak of the wholesale ex­
travagance of the government in 
the matter of salaries lot offi­
cials, which had increased vear 
bv year from .c2(Sa,ooo in rqoy-S 
to Si,744,000 which was the 
vote for the present "ear. 

Mr. Oliver indulged in muoh 
biting sarcasm regarding the 
loads of the province, -showing 
some photographs he had taken 
while travelling over the road 
from Fort George where he said 
a team of six horses had hardly 
sufficed to pull them through 
the mud. He compared this 
with the big sums which were 
being spent to provide mtomo-
bile roads for the pleasure of 
those who had made their little 
piles. 

Dealing with the publio uc 
counts in the light of the gov­
ernment's statement that there 
was need for economy at (In 
present time, he criticised thc 
expenditures on roval tommis 
sions, and the growing cost ot 
constitutional litigation, which 
latter was a hand-out from Mr. 
Bowser to his legal associates. 
Charges of wholesale graft wen-
laid against the government in 
connection with the Sotighee 
and Kitsilano reserves. The 
whole country, he declared WAS 
seething with fraud. ' 

He scored the Attorney - Gen­
eral in the matter ot the Dom­
inion Trust scandal, placing re­
sponsibility upon Mr. Dowser 
for his failure to advis 1 he gov 
eminent of thc Illegal nature of 
j t s financial operations, assert 
ing that he had placed private 
interests before his dutv to the 
province. And the Dominion 
Trust affair, said Mr. Oliver, 
was not a patch on other scan­
dals he could name. 

He concluded bv assuring his 
audience that the remedy for 
these evils lav in their hands at 
the next election, and appealed 
for support for the Liberal par-
tv in the district. 

Capt. Worsnon. of Kamloops, 
who is accompanying Mr Oliver 
on his tour, read some corres­
pondence he had had with the 
authorities at Ottawa in regard 
to the purchasing of army re­
mounts in British Columbia. 
He accused thc Hon. Martin 
Burrell of indifference to the 
needs of the province in failing 
to send war orders out west. 
and claimed that but for tbe 
pressure he had brought lo bear 
upon the government, Uie fact 
that this province had horses 
for sale suitable for armv pur­
poses, would have been altogeth 
er overlooked. 

The meeting was then thrown 
open for questions, and accept­

ing the invitation, Mr. Lionel1 

E. Taylor took exception to a 
remark of Mr. Oliver regarding 
what he termed the useless 
waste of monev bv the depart­
ment of agriculture. The speak 
er, said Mr. Taylor, had chal­
lenged anyone to say that he 
had got ten dollars worth of 
real beneiit from all the money 
spent by tjiat department. 

"I am one," said Mr. Taylor, 
"who can say that, and what is 
more, if it had not been for tbe 
work.of the fruit inspectors in] 
combatting orchard pests and 
diseases, this district would be 
in bad shape to-day." Mr. 
Taylor went on to speak of the 
short courses in horticulture 
which were at present proving 
of great benefit to so many far­
mers in the district, and other 
valuable aid which had been re­
ceived from government dem­
onstrators and lecturers from 
time to time, He considered 
Mr. Oliver's remarks as unfair 
criticism of a body of men who 
were doing good work, but who 
were precluded by their position 
as civil servants from, replying 
for themselves. 

Honest John was plainly a 
little taken aback by this at­
tack, and for a while showed a 
disposition to hedge, disclaim­
ing having made such a chal­
lenge. Upon Mr. Taylor, how­
ever, persisting that he hard 
taken down the exact words ut­
tered bv Mr. Oliver said he 
thought Mr. Tavlor must have 
misunderstood thc purport of 
his remarks. He was glad how 
ever he said, to find s6iucr>ne 
who had received ten dollars 
benefit, as he himself had not 
received ten cents. 

"Perhaps" retorted Mr. Tav­
lor, " i t is not everyone who is 
in a position to take advantage 
of thc instruction iriven." 

THE RUTLAND MEETING 

In the evening a large and en­
thusiastic crowd turned up at 
the Rutland school house, where 
both political parties were rep­
resented. The place of meeting 
had been tastefully decorated 
with flags bv the committee of 
the Rutland Liberal Association 
and the speakers were accorded 
a patient hearing. A large 
number of ladies were present-

Mr. Morrison presided and 
briefly introduced the speakers, 
the first of whom, Mr. V. R E. 
DeHart stated that Mr. Oliver 
had resided in the province for 
some thirty-eight vears and hud 
been three times elected to the 
provincial legislature at Victor­
ia. He had gained the distinc­
tion of being called "Honest 
John" from the Conservative 
party itself. 

Capt. Worsnop af Kamloops 
spoke on what he thought the 
government could and should do 
for the farmer, He confined 
his remarks principally lo the 
agricultural ouestion and claim­
ed that the Roval Commission 
appointed to inquire into agri­
cultural questions at a ei-st ot 
f4,000 was a waste of time and 
monev as all thc information 
contained in the report submit­
ted to the provincial legislature 
was contained in a similar re­
port on conditions in New Zea­
land and vet Sir. Richard Mc-
Bride said the recommendations 
made in the report were impos­
sible to carry out. He wanted 
to show them that Sir Richard i 
was wrong. He described the

Government Arranges 
Farmers' Conference 

Will Discuss Ways and Means 
of Increasing Production 

The Dominion Department , of 
Agriculture has arranged for a 
scries ot conferences to be held 
held in the various provinces. 

That in Kelowna will take 
place on Saturday, Febuiry 27 
at 8 p.m., when the following 
will speak: Prof. McDonald, 
Provincial Live Stock Commis­
sioner, P.-H. Moore, superin­
tendent of experimental farm,, 
and Herbert Cuthbert, Industri­
al Commissioner of Victoria. 

The primary object of the con­
ference is to discuss ways end 
means of increasing the sue and 
value of the Canadian crop out­
put in 1915, in order that the 
supplies mav be sufficient to 
meet the large demand antici­
pated on account of the war, 
and crop shortages in several 
of the beligerent countries. Tiie 
organization of the conferences 
in the various provinces lias al­
ready been placed in lhe hands 
of men who have achieved p.'o-
minence in various branches of 
agricultural work. Present con­
ditions in competitive cotiuiries 
such as Australia, New Zealand 
the Argentine Republic and the 
United States for the produc­
tion of large supplies pf grain 
and meat products for the usw 
of the European countries will 
be fully investigated and discus­
sed at these conferences. I l is 
believed that these countries are 
at the present moment show.ng 
a shortage in their next crops, 
and consequently a great oppor­
tunity lies before Canada. The 
conferences will cover the whole 
of the Dominion. 

This is a most important 
matter and farmers will be con­
sulting their own interests Ly 
turning out in large numbers
