Rev. J. Knox Wright, of Van­
couver, gave a most interesting 
lecture in the Presbyterian 
church, on Monday evening, 
the subject being, the West 
Indies.

Under the heading of Hon. "J. 
D. MacLean—the Man and His 
Work, the B. C. Veterans.Weekly, 
of Vancouver, in a recent issue, 
eulogized the member for Green­
wood riding. The article which 
speaks for itself i_ as follows: 

"Westward Ho! might well be 
considered the motto of Hon. John 
Duncan MacLean, Minister of 
Education and Provincial Secretary 
in the Government bf British Co­
lumbia. Born of Scotch parents 
from tbe Highlands of Inverness-
shire, who migrated to Canada, 
Dr. MacLean first saw the light of 
day in that far eastern province, 
Prince Edward Island, and after 
reaching the age of ' 'discretion" as 
he Bays, the - setting sun absorbed 
his interest and he never rested 
until he took up his permanent 
abode in the Pacific province. 

Young MacLean's ancestors were 
products of the fishing and farming 
industries,of Old Scotia. Roderick 
MacLean, father of the present 
minister, shipped before the inapt, 
and after an adventurous career as 
sailor and officer settled down fin­
ally as a farmer in the southern 
portion of Prince Edward Island, 
where the family hewed homes for 
themselves out of the hardwood 
forests of that eastern isle. 

The youthful Scot attended the 
public school in his native village, 
but affirms that he was not noted 
for particular brilliancy at either 
school or college. Be that as it 
may, he was regarded as a good, 
all-round scholar, rarely failing on 
a paper in examinations, but never 
at the head of' his class. He en­
tered college at 15, but during that 
year a crisis in the financial affairs 
of the. family . threw young Mac-
Lean on -his own resources. Al­
though- only-16 years of age, he 
was granted a temporary certificate 
and tanght school for a year and 
a half in his native'province. 

The lure of the West then at­
tracted him, and at 18 we find him 
engaged as. farm laborer ftnd mill-
band at High River, Alberta. " "He 
stayed only a year in the prairie 
province—a year rich in varied ex­
periences—after which he removed 
to British Columbia. Qualifying 
immediately, he re-entered the 
teaching profession. In 1899 he 
became principal of the Rossland 
public school, at that time the 
third largest of the schools of the 
Province. After two years in this 
position, he entered McGill Univer­
sity as a student of medicine. 
Here the same plodding persistency 
in study had its reward in his 
third year, when-he"passed his ex­
amination with all-round general 
honors and led his class in surgery. 

During"hi_ college course, the 
young medico took an active inter-
eat in college affairs, and was presi­
dent of his class in his second year. 
He represented his class at the 
medical dinner in his graduating 
year, and delivered the addreBS in 
reply to the toast to the graduating 
class. Although pf good physique, 
sports did not appeal strongly to 
him, as he entered college at too 
mature an age to be attracted by 
the undoubted glamor of track 
and field. 

-After graduation followed the 
career.of a medical practitioner. 
The first position held by "the doctor 
was that of house surgeon in the 
Western General Hospital. He 
later went to Arizona as a mine 
surgeon, and in 1906 returned to 
British Columbia, where he prac­
ticed his profession for ten years. 
In 1915, Dr. MacLean, then a well-
known and highly respected phy­
sician and surgeon of the "Bound­
ary Country," waa induced, to enter 
the "political field. In the follow­
ing year he was elected to the Leg­
islature, and offered the portfolio 
of education. _, He accepted, and in 
addition, became provincial Secre­
tary. Upon the death' of Premier 
Brewster, he was in the limelight 
as probable premier. This honor 
later went to his present leader 
Hon. John Oliver. 

So. much for the man; his work 
as head of what is perhaps the most

Mining News 

The lode gold production fell off 
22 per cent last year.-

The Greenwood Mining division 
is a promising field for the pros­
pector. 

Japanese investors propose open­
ing upthe low grade ore bodies on 
the Ikeda mine, Moresby Island, 
and installing a mill. 

The Consolidated Mining and 
Smelting Company, is shipping a 
large amount of spelter from the 
Trail smelter to Japan, 

During the first week of this 
month the Trail smelter received 
7713 tons of ore. The miueB 
owned by the Consolidated Mining 
and Smelting Company, supplying 
all the ore. 

There appears to be a possibility 
of the gold bearing sands of the 
Cariboo again attracting the pros­
pector. Reports from Ashcroft in­
dicate that a rich strike has been 
made in the vicinity of that fam­
ous little city. 

The Long Lake camp, in the 
Greenwood Mining division, is a 
section where gold can be mined at 
a profit. Now with silver and 
other metals at a low price, invest­
ors will find this gold camp, in 
which the Jewel • mine is situated, 
a likely place to operate in. 

, The. Granby smelter at. Anyox 
treated 2(30,000 tons more ore for 
1920 than- 1919, when operations 
were hampered'by "fire" and lafjor 
troubles. The Granby company 
increased its silver production by 
100,000 oz., and copper by 5,750,-
000 pounds over previous year/ 

The smelter at Tacoma, Wash., 
on March 30, posted notices 
throughout the plant, notifying 
the employees that, because of the 
low price of metals, a reduction of 
wages of 40 cents' per day would 
have to be made, making the new' 
minimum wage 83.20 per day. 
The smelter is owned by the Amer-
ican Refining and Smelting com­
pany and over 750 men are affected 
by the" wagered action.-

Gold mining in British Columbia 
and the Yukon is commencing to 
pick up again after a period of doll 
times and daring the past three 
months there were 222 deposits of 
gold bullion in the Dominion of 
Canada assay office, Vancouver, of 
an aggregate value of $394,000. 
A year ago from January 1 to 
March 31, the office received 20S 
deposits totalling $254,234, With 
the end of the fiscal year on March 
31 the receipts indicate a decrease, 
both in volume and value, as com­
pared with the preceding fiscal 
year. For the 12 month period 
up to March 31 last 1359 deposits 
were received, aggregating in value 
82,639,184. The fiscal year end­
ing March 31, 1920, included 1367 
deposits, aggregating in value 
$3,416,129.
