.The/amendment received the suppor t 
of Col. Baker , Mr. Cot ton and Mr. Smith', 
and was adop ted , af ter wh ich the min­
eral act a m e n d m e n t received i ts th i rd 
read ing a n d was formal ly passed.

Tha t is, t h e men figure on runn ing dri f ts 
a t so much a foot, w i t hou t hav ing a n y 
specified n u m b e r of feet., . 

As is well known, when a man has 
a n y t h i n g in the shape of a cont ract , he 
works much harder than' he could be ex­
pected to do if he were wo rk i ng for so 
much per- day. The compla in t of t he 
men is, t h a t if by ex t ra hard work they 
secure a n y t h i n g over- t he miner 's scale, 
the company e i ther stops the work on 
tha t par t ic i i lar drift or lessens the con­
t rac t . On the other- hand if a man takes 
a con t rac t , and in a week or two ascer­
ta ins t h a t he canno t make wage's, the re 
is no hope of h is secur ing bet ter t e r m s 
for t he s a m e work . 

A n a t t e m p t has been made by some of 
the men to have the nil in ber of feet speci­
fied in t he i r contracts, ' brit in fh'is they 
claim to have been unsuccessful.
