THE K. & S. RAILROAD. 

D . J. Munn president of the Kas lo & 
Slocan railroad says: '-Since the road 
has opened for business i t has st imulated 
activity in the development of inines all 
along the line. There are now in the 
neighborhood of fifty shipping properties. 

~ Many of them are small as yet, and the 
proceeds are* used in working the pro­
perty. There does not seem to be the 
least s ign of disappointing features in 
any of the mines as yet. The road has 
carried ou t 9,000 tons of ore since first 
opened up, the average value being 
about 8120 per ton. The Slocan is called 
the poor man's camp because of the 
sl ight expense required in their'develop-
xnent. Two concentrators were erected 
in Slocan during the summer, two are in 
progress of construction, and a number 
more are projected. I n consequence of 
the min ing activity a number of business 
houses are springing up and a large 
number of pe rsons . interested have 
decided to make that their home. 

•A con t rac t 'has been let for a new 
theatre in Spokane. 

S iber ia wil l soon lose i ts terrors in 
the popular mind. T h e open ing of lhe 
Siber ian "railroad has caused a rush of 
Russ ian peasan ts for t he plent i ful anil 
cheaper lands in Siber ia, and who le 
v i l lages in Huss ia arc being left w i th­
out inhab i tan ts . So far th is yea r 145,-
000 peasants have emigra ted, and in 
the midd le of May there were 13,000 
persons encamped a t Tcheleynhursk, 
a w a i t i n g t ranspor ta t ion . I t i s reported 
tha t the gove rnmen t wi l l s l op banish­
ing cr iminals to Siberia, and wil l use 
on ly t he is land _ of Saghnl ien, . the 
nor thern prov inces, and the prison 
distr icts as receptac les for conv ic ts . " 

The n e w s received from the island of 
Madagascar is of t he graves t nature 
possible. S l a u g h t e r - a n d p i l lage pro­
ceed unchecked, t rade is a t a s tand­
sti l l , there is no . sa fe ty for Europeans 
outs ide of An ta r i vo , and even fears are 
expressed tha t the F rench garr ison a t 
that c i t y m a y be starved out .

ing rates. Inves to rs should not ignore 
the adv ice to 'see tha t reasonable indi­
ca t ions h a v e been shown , t h a t - t h e 
compan ies real ly o w n the cla ims, and 
that t hey are in t he hands of men -of 
k n o w n s tand ing . Of course .it must 
be borne in mind t ha t a l l such invest ­
ments are in thei r na ture speculat ive;

QUEEN'S COUNSEL* „ )

In his report to council relative to the 
large batch of Queen's counsel appointed 
by the Tupper government just before 
its retirement, Sir Oliver Mowat gave 
some interesting statistics. He said: 
"The undersigned has had under .consid-
eration an order-ih-councel dated July {£ 
appointing 173 members of the bars .of 
Canada Queen's' counsel. . These are in 
addition to 481-appointed since confeder­
ation, of which number 84 were appointed 
between July ,1967, and Nov. 5,1873; and 
397 after October 16,1878. N o appoint­
ments were made during Mr. Mackenzie's 
administration. Thus the number ap­
pointed previously to the recent order 
had be°n enormous, aud the addition to 
it now of 1 7 3 moie. is startl ing. In Eng­
land, it appears from the law list of 1895 
tbat the total number of Queen's'counsel 
there at the time of making up* the list 
was .only 217, and it appears that the 
totaf number appointed for 22 years up 
to 1895 iuolusive, was only 254, while the 
number of barristers in England exceeds 
by several t imes the number in Canada. 
No commission has yet issued under the 
recent order, aDd the undersigned is of 
the opiuion that the order should be re-_ 
sainded on account of the excessive num­
ber of names, and for ad'ditional_reasous 
which he will now mention." *

NEITHER MINE OR CASH-

The London Correspondent of . the 
Engineering and Mining Journal' of New 
York writes; The signs of a boom in 
Bi i t ish Columbia are gett ing stronger. 
New companies are being* registered 
every day, and in most cases the cloven 
hoof is clearly visible to one who knows 
the promotion system * as carried on in 
London. Here is * some advice to the 
owners of mines and claims in Brit ish 
Columbia; Never sel l a mine or a pros­
pect to. a London company for anything 
else but cash, and never deal with a Lon 
don promoter unless you know h is 
record. By fol lowing these rules, pro­
bably nine-te.-ths of the business would 
be choked off at once, a tantalising state 
of affairs for the owner of the mine or 
prospect, but such a course will be best 
in the end. for. he wil l at. least stil l own 
his property, whereas, if be duals in any 
other way he will soon find that he has 
neither his mine nor h is cash.

I t says: "After a long period ot un 
merited neglect the whole district has 
begun to resound with preparation, and 
every hil l iB covered with its knot of 
prespectors anxious to be early in the 
race. A good friend of tbe field relates 
that when speaking before a London 
audience in 1393, upon the resources of 
the colony, he met with the rejoinder 
that when Kooteuay began to ship Lon­
don would l isten to her. and Eng l ish 
capital would flow * to • her assistance.

Arrest of Several Leaders. 

On Monday . Ins t four arrests were 
made by which it ia believed'one of the 
most^ terrible dyiuunite plots has been 
frustrated. Acting' simultaneously the 
detectives arrested Edward Bell nt Glas­
gow, J. Wallace and John E. Kearney r.t 
New York and P. J. Tynau at Rotterdam 

The police officials have been cogui 
zaut for some t ime of the existence of 
such a dyu.mitocouspi.racy. There is no 
teason to doubt that the information iu 
possession of the SooUaud Yard authoi i-
ties i s of the moat serious cliafnctei, 
a l though i t is difficult to obtain definite 
facts. The Globe, which has close rela­
t ions with the government, had a h»ug 
leading editorial article this afternoon 
int imating that the arrests were made on 
information received • from one of the 
ecently released Irish political prisoner.?.. 

I t is added tha' this man has also fur­
nished the authorit ies with evidence in 
relation to the Clan-na-Uael, and the 
government recently released several 
prisouers, so as not to furnish the exact 
c lue as to the source of its information: 

I t is believed that the plot contem­
plated inaugrating by uieausof dynamite 
a reign of terror in England, to com­
mence with the destruction of the Queen 
and the Czar of Russia during the hitters 
stay at Balmoral. 

Of the men arrested Tynan is the 
celebrated * 'Nol . " He is wanted for 
participation in many of the Fenian con­
spiracies and is supposed to have been 
the leading spirit in the murder of Lord 
Fiederick Cavendish. The authorities 
aie believed to have enough evidence 
against him to hang him.
