" I will no t deny t ha t money would 
do it, but it would take a lot." So said 
Sir Wi l l iam Van H o m e , when asked 
the o ther day in Winn ipeg whether 
Mr. Hill was going to acquire control 
of. the C. P . R. A t a n y t ime, tha t is to 
say, when the Standard Oil Company 
feel like it, they can ga ther our "g rea t 
national h ighway" in and we Cana­
dians will have no more say in the 
mat te r th-m so ninny mice. That, it 
will take a lot of money is no safeguard. 
The t remendous power behind Mr. 
Hill will have no difficulty in provid­
ing the money at any t ime when il 
suits their interest to add the road to 
their present combinat ion. Says the 
Toronto Telegram: " W h e n the Rocke­
feller-Morgan interests, w i th whicli 
James J. Hill is allied, wan t tho C, P . 
R.-Mackenzie-Mann lines they will 
plan a deal to secure a major i ty inter­
est in the bonds and stock. There is 
no patr iot ism in the owners-hip ol 
e i ther the C. P . R. or Mackenzie-Mann 
systems. Canada has buil t one 
t ranscont inenta l line, and is building 
another, which will pass into the hands 
of the Standard Oil people jus t as soon 
as the i r interests demand the acquisi­
tion of the lines now possessed by the 
C. P . R.-Mackenzie-Maun crowd." 

; This is the si tuat ion in1 a nutshell 
and it ' is folly to"close our eyes to it. 
WhaL-would il, mean if the la i lways 
on which wes le rnC i i i ada isdependent 
for i ts very existence fell into the 
hands of these people? This is what; 
it would mean. The power behind 
Mr. Hil l is not, merely a g rea t rai lway 
combine, which might th ink it neces­
s a r y for i ts business to- acquire our 
Canadian roads in order to head off 
.competit ion in through freight rates. 
I t i s a gie. i t ra i lway combine bub it 
is also a g rea t smelt ing combine anil 
incidental ly a great mining syndic) tc 
as well. If they inquire eonl ioi of the 
t ranspo i ta t iou of the west, the whole 
mining aiid ' -smelt ing interests ol 
Kootenay -and by consequence the 
gieat, ranch ing and farming industr ies 
of A lbe i ta .wi l l be enl i ie ly a t their 
disposal t o . 'make or to mar. Tlie 
people of A lber ta and Kootenay would 
have mi possible control o f t h e matter'. 
If it suited Mr. Hill ami his associates 
t o ' doso t"hey "m igh t "decide to i'osje.-
these industries- and - lo develop our 
reso imes and the- count ry would 
undoubtedly under lhe s t imu lan t ol 
the immense capital, wliich Ihey con 
l inl . advance by leaps and bounds. Ou 
the other hand they might , and they 
most l ikely would, come to the con­
clusion t h a t the most profitable game 
tor tlieni to play a t all events a t the 
star t , would lie one of "freeze out." 
Tliey might ' decide t ha t the devclop-
nip.nt of the mining and siueltjng 
industr ies of Kootenay could very well 
wait until those present engaged in 
them has been el iminated from the 
field of profit.. They have the reputa­
tion of hav ing pursued this" course, 
when it sui ted them, in distr icts quite 
as promis ing as our own in the States. 
Tliey have ns a mat te r of fact pursued 
it r igh t in Canada, where the Ontar io 
oil fields, which a few years ago, were 
in act ive operation under individual 
owners, mainta in ing a considerable 
populat ion of wage earners, are now 
lying idle .ind vinworked, because it 
suits the p rogramme of the Standard 
Ojl Co.,_which_has_:icquir.ed.large_hold-
iugs in them, t ha t they should do so. 

W e own in Wes te rn Canada :i dis­
tr ict second to none on the cont inent. 
The fertile fann ing lands of t he Sas­
katchewan valley, the rich catt le 
ranges of Southern Alber ta , the 
immense coal measures of A lber ta and 
the Rockies, the mineral weal th of the 
great Kootenay-Yale metal i ferous 
belt combine to make up a catalogue 
of na tura l resources unsurpassed in 
America. I t is a land wor th owning, 
wor th developing, worth f ighting for. 
Do we want tn cont inue owning it or 
do we w a n t to hand it over to .1. J . 
Hill? Do we desire to develope i t for 
Canada or for the Standard Oil Co. ? 
These are the questions with which we 
a ie face to face r ight now. Do we 
want to see the mines in Kootenay 
shut down und the smelters blown 
out? Do the people of A lber ta want 
to see thei r beef steers down again to 
$23 a head and no sale a t t ha t and 
lheir gra in piled up in warehouses 
wi thout .a buyer ? Tha t is the way 
th ings were with them before Koot­
enay opened up and gave them a 
market . I t is the way th ings ,are 
extremely likely to be again with them 
if the Staudard 'O i l Co. is allowed to 
become the arbi ter of our fate.

energy and confidence by its poisonous 
grasp, then we may not even say '" God 
help us," because we shall not deserve 
to be helped, l t is not t h a t this deadly 
monopoly cannot lie headed off, if 
taken in t ime. The sl ightest int ima­

In 
fact s igns are not lacking t ha t some 
kind of a prel iminary squeeze, directed 
against our Canadian t ranscont inenta l 
road, is tak ing pl,u e even now. ' The 
danger is iio . imaginary one. - I t is 
very real and pressing. Neither, is' it 
a s l ight one. For western Canada 
every th ing is at s lake. All t ha t makes 
existence in this new country, wor th 
having, even our very existence as a 
commun i ty itself.

A special meet ing of the-counc i l of 

tlie board of t rade was held on Monday 
morn ing to . meet Thos. Taylor, M. P . 
P . P resen t Pres . McCarty. J . D. 
Sibbald, I . T, Brewster . C, F . Lind­
mark , T. E. L. Taylor, Geo. S. 
MeCarter and Geo. Lafonne and A . W . 
Mcintosh. The chief question dis­
cussed was the opening up of the Big 
Bend. 

Mr. MeCarter said t ha t if the 
waggon road was completed to 
navigable water above the Nine Mile 
riffle and an annual subsidy gran ted to 
a s teamboat by the government of 
$2500 tor t he first few years, he hud a 
def in i te , promise from perfectly 
responsible partitas t h a t a s teamer 
would be pu t on the r iver. 

The following mot ion was then 
carr ied unanimously: " T h a t Mr. Tay ­
lor be requested to urge upon lhe 
Provincial government the necessity 
of complet ing beyond the head of lhe 
canyon the Big Bend wag'gon road in 
order t h a t connection may be made 
wi th a s teamer- lo navigate the 
Columbia r iver from the end of the 
wagon road to La Por te and tha t they 
also be urged to place in the est imates 
of 1001 au appropr iat ion of a t least 
$2500 (Two thousand, live hundred 
dollars) to he granted as a subsidy to 
a n y p r i son or company tha t will 
under take to place on the r iver u 
s teamer sui table to t he requi rements 
of the r iver traffic and t h a t such 
subsidy! be continued for u period of 
th ree years—aud lha t in o lder t ha t 
the bui lding of tlie s teamer may be 
proceeded with iu t ime to be in service 
this summer an assurance he obtained 
from t h e Execut ive Council by Mr. 
Tay lor t h i t s u c h subsidy will be pu t 
in t h e , est imates and tha t said road 
will be cont inued in lhe early spr ing 
to a po in t beyond the head of the 
canyon. Also tha t Mr. Tay lor be
